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A. Purpose
The purpose of this policy is to set out the framework for granting named recognition assigned

to University assets and University initiatives or activities.

B. Application

This policy applies to the naming of any University asset, initiative or activity as a form of
recognition of the contribution of an individual or organization to the University. It does not
replace the naming of academic units, programs or activities that are within the routine purview
of Senate.

C. Definitions

In this policy:

“University asset” means all physical and academic assets of the University including, but not
limited to: all physical structures and property, indoor and outdoor physical spaces or attributes,

endowments, and academic and research units and programs.

“University initiative” means any University-sponsored initiative or activity, including but not
limited to lecture series, awards or other forms of recognition, and non-academic programs.

D. Policy

1. Naming of a University asset or University initiative shall be made in accordance with
this Policy and related procedures.
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3. Approval of the President, based on the joint recommendation of the Vice-President
Advancement and the Provost and Vice-President Academic in consultation with the
relevant Dean, is required for the naming of the following:

a) smaller physical assets such as classrooms, laboratories, conference rooms,
and seminar
